Dear Leader:

We have received your reservation for primitive camping.  Please return the non refundable $20 Reservation fee.  If paying by check you must have your name, address, telephone # and Drivers License # on the check, payable to Brandywine Creek State Park.

The park staff welcomes you to the primitive camping area of Brandywine Creek State Park.  We hope that your weekend will be a safe and enjoyable experience.  We have compiled the following list of information for you to use during your stay.

1. A park ranger will meet you at the camping area to check your group in.  A $20.00 reservation fee for in-state groups and $40 for out-of-state groups is charged along with a $ 2 per person per night fee which the reservation fee goes toward. Please bring check or exact change, as the rangers do not carry cash.  Please have a representative from your group arrive to the site prior to sunset which is when the park closes so the ranger can check in with that designated person.

2. When arranging your trip please keep in mind that only three vehicles per troop will be allowed overnight in the primitive camping parking lot.  These vehicles will be allowed access during their stay to all of the parking lots with their Parking Permit on their rearview mirror.  Any additional vehicles may park during park hours will be expected to pay the entrance fees for Delaware State Parks which are in effect from March 1st seven days a week through November 30th.   of $3.00 for Delaware registered vehicles and $6.00 for Out-of-State registered vehicles.  Coupon Booklets may be purchased in advance at any park office. $15 for book of 6 in state tickets and $15 for book of 3 out of state tickets.  These discount tickets must be distributed to your group prior to their arrival at the park, not the day of the event.

3. Please notify all chaperones that will be parking their cars overnight that valuables should be well concealed and that they are parking at their own risk.

4. At check in you must provide the ranger with a roster of names, addresses, and phone numbers of all individuals camping, please check to verify accuracy and mark off any campers who do not show up.  Please include a camping itinerary with your roster for park records.

5. If your group is canoeing in, please leave canoes on the floodplain until the trailer arrivers to remove them.

6. At no time should your vehicles or equipment obstruct traffic in the parking lot.

7. Gate security will be the responsibility of the group leader.  You will be issued a combination at the time of your registration.  The gate must be shut and locked at all times.

8. When planning your supplies, be aware that you must bring in all your own water.  Drinking water is available at the Nature Center from 8:00 A.M. until 4:00 P.M.  Please plan accordingly.

9. Tents will not be trenched and ground cover will not be removed.  Firewood may be collected as long as it is already down.  DO NOT CUT STANDING TREES, EVEN IF THEY ARE DEAD.  Chemical toilets are available for your use near the camping areas.

10. Please make sure that your campers observe all park rules and regulations.  If you have an emergency please call Kent Com at 1-800-523-3336.
